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LIFE LEAD  BY THE HOLY SPIRIT 

“And I will ask the Father and He will give you 

another advocate to help you and be with you 

forever-the Spirit of Truth” John 14:16. 

Jesus was going to be with the Father and 

promised another friend that will come, 

who will live in us and be with us forever, 

the Holy Spirit.  

This means we will never be alone. This means 

Christ Himself, with all His Character, authority 

and strength would live again in us through the 

Holy Spirit. 

This gives us hope that we can live in 

Him,  

The only Person who ever lived perfectly, Jesus 

Christ, offers to do it again through each of us 

(John 14:15-18). Things you need to know about 

the Holy Spirit are: 

 The Holy Spirit is God (Acts 5:3-4). 

 He Guides us in all truth, speaks what He 

hears, tells you what is to come and brings 

glory to God (John 16:8, 13-15). 

 All people who belong to Christ have the Holy 

Spirit (Romans 8:9). 

 Two forces war with us i.e. Sinful nature and 

Spirit 

 In order to please God, we need to live by the 

Spirit (Galatians 5:16). 

 We are expected to show fruits of the Spirit in 

our lives (Galatians 5:22-23). 

 We need to put off our old self which are our 

deceitful desires (Ephesians 4:22-24) and put 

on a new self, a new life which is the new  

attitude of the mind. 

 When we give our lives to Christ, we receive 

gifts of the Holy Spirit as He determines and 

we are supposed to use then for the common 

good of others (I Corinthians 12:4-11)
